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Development of the Human Potential 

 

Upon the earth today you can see the full range of human potential. You can see man at his 

best and at his worst.

Let us analyse the physical nature of man.  

It comes from the 

earth and it returns to the earth when its use is over. Its responses are made manifest in the 

intellectual conscious mind that most men and women seek to use to full potential while at 

the same time not understanding how it works.

Because the physical body belongs to the earth its mind nurtures all things relating to the 

earth in preference to all else.
